Lesson 

Content
	1. Before the class, ask a member of the Gang Strike Force or the School Resource Officer (police officer) to attend the class. Review what the class discussed in the last lesson and that each student should have a question for the officer. 

2. Hand out Power Point to students (optional) (6 slides per page.)  [2 minutes]

3. Review the “If You Think Gangs are Cool, Then You Think This Story is Cool.” and the “Gang Fact” sheet. Emphasize the answers on the pre-test. [5 minutes]

4. On a Power Point slide, show the results of the top three reasons you should not join a gang that the class came up with during the lesson. Have the students explain to the officer their top three answers [5 minutes]

5. Have each student ask the police officer one question about gangs or how police try to limit gang activity. [10-15 minutes]

6. Thank the officer for coming to the class today. Review what was discussed in today’s class and the answers on the pre-test [3 minutes]

7. Have students take post-test.  [5 minutes]
