Content
	1. Present Slide #2. Help students sign on to Naviance Family Connection and sign on to My Learning Style. [2 minutes]

2. Introduce Slide #3. Emphasize that most people have a unique learning style. Knowing this learning style will help you be more productive and learn easier. The goal of this lesson is to help you be successful in school. [5 minutes]

3. Present Slide #4. Explain the Summary Chart. Describe how the Green shading and bold letters indicate a learning style preference. The closer the arrow is to the side, the stronger the learning style preference. The grey box show no strong preference but the direction of the arrow show a slight preference. A double arrow indicates being neutral.[5 minutes]

4. Introduce Slide #5. Have students the students make a learning plan. First have them read the preferences beneath the chart. They should then write down tips that they think would help them the most. The culminating activity is that they should develop a plan that will help them be successful in school. This could include a study plan, new ways to work in school, and re-evaluating their Six-Year Academic Plan. [10 minutes]

5. Review Slide #6 about learning style preferences and how those preferences can help the students be successful in school. [3 minutes]

6. Have students take post-test.  [5 minutes]
